essentially the devotion of all Christian timesisita devotion for today as
well.
Already St. John, the first apostle of the devatipaints towards the Heart upor
witch he had rested during the Last Supper. Pgeitewitness at the foot of thq

Cross, he writes in his gospel: "But one of thaelgos with a spear opened his sidé:

and immediately there came out blood and water. Wenthat saw it hath given testi
mony: and his testimony is true. And he knoweth tiasaith true: that you also ma
believe.[...] And again another scripture saitheytshall look on him whom they
pierced (John XIX, 34ss). The prophecy of the evangdiias been fulfilled every
century since the Golgotha; the Church has nevéttexrto pay homage to that Hea
in which we adore the humanity and the divinitydebus Christ. St. Anselm, St. Bel
nard, St. Gertrude, St. Mechtilde, St. Catherin&ieina, St. Ignatius of Loyola, St
John Eudes, St. Francis de Sales are only a feve:mamong the many saints wh
found in the Sacred Heart their inspiration andrgith.

St Gertrude, who died in 1302, is daichave had a vision of St. John th
Evangelist on his feast day, where he told her diegbtion to the Sacred Heart wa
reserved for subsequent ages, when the world woedd to be reminded of His infi-
nite love. When Jansenism was freezing the heéttseed=rench Catholics, Our Lord

himself visited St. Margaret Mary Alacoque; He agmeel to her on the feast of St

John, 27 December 1673, while Margaret Mary wasrain the Visitation convent at
Paray-le-Monial. These are His words: "Behold tHesart which has so loved mer
that it has spared nothing, even to exhaustingcamduming itself to prove to then
its love. In return, | receive from the greater ton@m nothing but ingratitude,
contempt, irreverence, sacrilege, and coldnedsisnrSacrament of my love. But whal
| feel still more is that there are hearts condedréo me who use me thus. Therefo
| ask of you that the Friday after the Octave @& Blessed Sacrament be kept as
special festival in honour of my Heart, to makeargpion for the indignities offered
to It and as a Communion day, in order to atonetderunworthy treatment It hag
received when exposed upon the altars. | also pettiat my Heart shall shed i
abundance the influence of Its Divine love on latlse who shall honour It or cause
to be so honoured."
In three different occasior®@ur Lord made to St. Margaret Mary the

following promisesto those who give particular honour to His Heart:

1. I will give them all the graces necessary inirtbtate of life.
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. I will establish peace in their homes.

. I will comfort them in their afflictions.

. I will be their secure refuge during life, artubae all in death.

. I will bestow a large blessing upon all theidartakings.

. Sinners shall find in My Heart the source amainfinite ocean of mercy.

. Tepid souls shall grow fervent.

Fervent souls shall quickly mount to high petifen.

I will bless every place where a picture of Mgart shall be set up and ho
noured.

10. I will give to priests the gift of touching timeost hardened hearts.

11. Those who shall promote this devotion shallehidneir names written in My
Heart, never to be blotted out.

12. The Great Promise: | promise thee in the exaessercy of My Heart that
My all-powerful love will grant to all those who gonunicate on the First Fri-
day in nine consecutive months, the grace of fisalitence; they shall not die
in My disgrace nor without receiving the Sacramgehtg Divine heart shall be
their safe refuge in this last moment.

The popes —especially in the last teotaries- confirmed and recommendefl
the devotion in enthusiastic terms, writing a numbg precious encyclicals, of
which Pius XllI'sHaurietis Aquas15 May 1956, is the masterpiece. Only recently
Pope Benedict XVI wrote to the General of the Styoid Jesus: "Gazing at the sidg
pierced by the lance, where shines God's boundldiser salvation, cannot then be
considered as a passing form of veneration or @@vothe adoration of God's love,
which found historical-devotional expression in thmbol of the pierced Heart,
remains irreplaceable for a living relationshiptwitod.” And in theAngelusmes-
sage of 5 June 2005 the pope said: "The hearteébambles that of Christ more tham
any other is without a doubt the Heart of Mary, Hisnaculate Mother. Responding
to the Virgin's invitation at Fatima, let us entrttee whole world to her Immaculate
Heart, so that it may experience the merciful lof/&od and know true peace."

But let us clarify the value of the dden to the Sacred Heart. Pope Pius X
insisted that a genuine understanding of it mustuebe all manner of sentimenta
lism and naturalism. The contemplation of the Sdéfeart must be approached ng
as a form of false mysticism which looks suspicipuike a devotion to our own
heart instead, but @ apostolic enticement and an antidote against th@odern
errors:

M The falsification or the open denial of theidés Person of Jesus Christ. How
many today consider Him a legendary character?u€irg Jewish philosopher
who, with greater fortune than others, foundedhstof thought called Chris-
tianity? Some will see in Him a revolutionary, dipcal and social reformer,
like those Marxist "theologians of liberation." Nimt mention the blasphemous
delirium of theDa Vinci Codewhich has caused untold damage in uneducated
minds. In its devotion to the Sacred Heart, the r€provides us with the
exact, authentic, and evangelical figure of the &voir God made flesh for our
redemption. To honour the living Heart of Jesumilonour the Second Person
of the Holy Trinity, in opposition to the naturdlesnd rationalist lies fostered byj
the Masonic lodges. Is not then a most opportukef@mdamental apostolate to
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propagate nowadays the devotion to the Sacred Meart

Descending from the intellectual errors tosthdn the moral domain, the tender
cies of the modern man can be exemplified by & satanic pride: man will serve
neither God nor his neighbour. Brutal egoism, legdb an idolatry of the indivi-
dual, is not seen as a defect but as a doctrimmulated as a system under th
name of positivism. The abdication of all noble amdritual aspirations, of all
hope which is not fixed on material things. Sacéficharity, self-denial, have ng
place in our materialistic societies. The HeartleSus interpellates the modem
man and calls him to elevate heart and spirit tow#ne things of Heaven.
Pain and suffering make no sense in todayttdwblence despair, suicides, eutha-
nasia, and the culture of death. The suffering HefaChrist, pierced on the Crossg,
gives sense and hope to those with infirm soutsodies who look upon Him with
confidence.

Never as today has man spoken about freedeacgep rights and dignity, about th
emancipation of countries, of women, of the yodthd yet, we are inundated by
the filth of pornography, by immodest dress andraéing speech. Look at thg
destruction of the social order starting with taenfly, look at the killing of inno-

cent babies in their mother's bosoms, see the iemhidangers menacing our sd
cieties by terrorism and religious fanaticism. 8apaomises freedom and bring
about destruction of everything man holds dear. ifoelel of the Sacred Hear
raises mankind from this sad condition and teadfilessan open book, lessons of
abnegation, of respect for life, of charity, of theauty of chastity, of obediencd,
of sacrifice, and of so many other things of which modern mind seems to have
forgot even the name by which they are called.

Only the attraction of a Heart at oncertam and divine can raise man
kind from the sewer of its own depravities; cerdfall hearts, only the Heart of
Jesus can rescue us from misery and take us tadkenoble regions of what trug
love is, the reflection and participation of thggeme love within the Holy Trini-
ty. In the Incarnation, God has shortened the digtdby becoming one of us fo
all eternity; it should not be so difficult to bgrsouls to the fountain of love by
being apostles of the Sacred Heatrt.

gland. These missionaries brought with them the Celtic Rite, which differed in
some minor respects from the Roman Rite followed in southern England and
elsewhere. In Great Britain the abbot of lona also founded a number of monas-
teries staffed by monks from his Irish monasteries and churches. He gave to
each new church a hand-copied book of the Gospel. He is said to have made
three hundred copies himself.

St. Columba worked in Scotland for 34 years. He returned to Ireland more than
once, and on each occasion wielded a remarkable influence in matters of Irish
church and society. lona remained his center, however, and there people of all
classes visited him as a leader, miracle-worker and prophet when they needed
physical or spiritual help.

If in his youth Colm had expected his disciples to equal his own austerity, he
mellowed with the passage of the years. Says his biographer, "He appeared
loving unto all, serene and holy, rejoicing in the joy of the Holy Spirit in his in-
most heart." Though he had renounced worldly authority, Colmcille was a man
of truly kingly bearing. A striking figure of great stature and athletic build, this
monk with "the face of an angel" was of attractive personality, "polished in
speech, holy in deed, great in counsel." His voice was "so loud and melodious it
could be heard a mile off."

St. Colmcille died at lona on June 9, 597. Up to the end, he was engaged in
making one final transcription of the bible. His prestige after death was so
great that some 60 Scottish, Irish and Norwegian kings eventually chose to be
buried near his tomb. Among those Scottish kings, Shakespeare reminds us,
were King Macbeth and King Duncan, "carried to Colmkill/The sacred store-
house of (their) predecessors/And guardian of their bones." Thus did this Prince
of Tirconnell, one of the "twelve apostles of Ireland" die as the revered apostle
of Scotland and England's Northumbria.

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olumba, mighty in word and deed, was one

of the princely O'Neills of Ireland's province

of Ulster. On both his father's and mother's
side he was a descendant of Irish kings. He was
baptized Columba, or in his native tongue, Colum
or Colm. History also refers to him as Columcille,
apparently because of the many monasteries
(cille) that he was to establish.

Though born to leadership, Colm chose the Church rather than the secular
life. He became a monk and priest, and subsequently an abbot (but he would
decline out of humility, to accept promotion to the bishopric). In preparation for
this career, he studied at the great Irish monastic schools at Movilla and Clo-
nard, and for a time, too, he was a pupil of an ancient bard. The bards, compo-
sers of poetry, were also the recorders of Irish history. Columba himself be-
came an able poet.

For fifteen years thereafter, the young monk went about Ireland founding mo-
nasteries. The most prominent of them were at Derry, Durrow and Kells. He
set an example of austerity to his monks. But the monasteries were also cen-
tres of culture. Colm, a great lover of books, spent much of his spare time ma-
king handsome hand-lettered copies of important volumes.

In 563, when he was 42, Columba decided to take up the career of a missiona-
ry. He and twelve monk-companions (all of them his relatives) sailed to the
island of lona, north of Ireland and off the west coast of Scotland. There he
founded the monastery of lona; and from this headquarters he began to work
not only among the Irish who had already settled in the vicinity, but also among
the Picta who lived farther north; and he preached the Gospel at least as far as
Loch Ness. His followers extended their efforts down into northern En-

In spirit of reparation
and to obtain graces for those struggling with aldeiction, pioneers commit them-
selves for life -the "Heroic Offering"- or for atérmined amount of time to abstair]
completely from alcohol and to say twice a dayghayer: "For thy greater glory and
consolation, O Sacred Heart of Jesus, for thy salgve good example, to practise
self-denial, to make reparation to Thee for thes sifi intemperance and for the|
conversion of excessive drinkers, | will abstaior (ffe, for three months, one year...
from all intoxicating drinks." Others add as wélktfollowing prayer for the recovery
of drug addicts: "We commend to Thee, O Sacred tHefadesus, all whose lives
have been broken through the misuse of drugs. Wé'lase, O Lord, to protect them
from harm and restore them to health, so that taylive out the years Thou has
given them in serenity and joy. Praise to the Hekdesus, our King and our God!" It
would be very encouraging if some of our seniomB&rs organize local chapters ir
our chapels, and to see young people taking &t desnporary pledge.
